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Rules 
 of Holding of International Sambo Competitions under Aegis of the European Sambo  Federation (ESF)

International sambo-wrestling competitions are held under aegis of the ESF on the basis of the Statute, decisions of the ESF and International sambo-wrestling rules according to the approved competition calendar.

1. 
 Selection of Candidature (Country) for Holding of European Sambo
Championships or  Cup
National Federations, ESF members, wishing to hold European Championship or Cup submit a written application addressed to the Secretary General of the European Federation, not later than two years before date of carrying out of the competitions designated in the competition calendar. 

Applications are considered on a competitive basis. It should contain the following data:

- 
 name of competitions;

-     exact dates of competitions;

- 
 place of holding (city);

- 
 data on place of holding of competitions (gym) and other necessary objects;

- 
 data on accommodation (conditions and prices of accommodation);

- 
 data on financial guarantees of the national federations, sponsors;

 
Applications of the national federations for holding the European Championship or Cup  are considered at ESF Executive Committee meeting.

Final decision on choice of the country, organizer of the competitions, should be made on ESF Congress not later than 1 year before the beginning of the competitions.

 
2. 
 Rights and Duties of the Host Organization
The National Federation which has received on a competitive basis the right of holding of Championship or European Cup is obliged:

- 
 to appoint the Organizing Committee for preparation and holding of competitions;

- 
 to launch a detailed program of holding of the sports event;

- 
 to give a financial plan with the analysis of all charges necessary for holding of these competitions.

The program of holding and financial plan should be given to the ESF Executive Committee  for approval not later than 6 months before the beginning of the competitions.

All subsequent changes made after the approval should be coordinated by the host organization with ESF Executive Committee.

The president of the National Federation as the organizer of the competitions should be personally liable to ESF Executive Committee for preparation and holding of Championship or European Cup.

The ESF Executive Committee has the right to delegate the Chairman of the Sports- Technical commission to the Organizing Committee with the purpose of rendering of practical assistance in preparation and holding of the competitions.

2.1. Financial Conditions:

Single annual membership fee from the sambo-wrestling national federation to the European (ESF) and International (FIAS) Federations is established at the rate of 500 US dollars and should be paid to the ESF till April 1st of the current year. The fine of 100 USD is fixed for every month delay in payment of membership fee.

The national federation pays 60 €  per day per participant (for accommodation in at least 3-stars hotels including three meals) to the Organizing Committee of the European Championships and Cups.

Transport from the airport (railway station) to the Hotel and return, from the Hotel to the venue of competitions and return should be paid separately based on preliminary agreement with the host organization.

The Organizing Committee also provides accommodation variants at Hotels less than 3-stars and at a price below 60 Euros for competitions participants (including three meals) and fixes the deadline for booking.

National Federations, in case of violation of conditions and terms of hotel booking, is responsible to the Organizing Committee of the European Championships or Cups in accordance with the Regulations of the above competitions.

The Host organization should provide ESF President, ESF General Secretary, Chairman of ESF Referees and judges commission, Chief official of competitions, Chief secretary of competitions and 20 judges at European Championships and Cups or 10 judges at other International competitions accommodation in at least 3-stars Hotels, three times meal, transportation from the airport (railway station) to the Hotel and return, from the Hotel to the venue of competitions, meetings and return.

ESF pays the work of the Chairman of ESF referees and judges commission, Chief official of  competitions, Chief secretary of competitions and 20 judges at European Championships and Cups or 10 judges at other International competitions at a rate of 50 Euros per day during the competitions. The work of the Chairman of ESF referees and judges commission, Chief official of competitions, Chief secretary of competitions is paid for two days more than the duration of the competitions.

The host organization is obliged to prepare awards, for each weight category, including:

-
set of medals for every weight category

         2 gold (for the champion and champion’s coach);

         1 silver;

         2 bronze;

- 
 set of diplomas (according to the taken places);

- 
 valuable or monetary prizes for prize-winners of competitions;

- 
 to summarize team championship the host organization is obliged to prepare cups for each age group (Seniors (men, women), youth, juniors, cadets boys and girls) for the1st place, 2nd place and 3rd place.

In team competition it is necessary to foresee cups for I, II and two III places.


Five best judges depending on results of competitions should be awarded with valuable prizes.


In their bulletins the organizers of the competitions are obliged to inform in detail about all expenses which will be borne by the national federations in connection with their participation in European Championships or Cup.

 

2.2.
Information and Publicity

The organizers are obliged to give necessary information and program of holding of competitions to all national federations having preliminary coordinated them with ESF Executive Committee.


The organizers are obliged to advertise through mass media (newspapers, radio, TV) the forthcoming competitions for popularization and development of sambo-wrestling in the country holding this sports event and in Europe.


Rights to television coverage of European championships and Cups belong to the ESF.

 
2.3.
Accommodation
The organizers are obliged to book rooms in at least 3-stars hotels for members of delegations of the national federations and also on request of National Federation in hotels less than 3 stars. In due time to inform  on number of rooms and their price.

 To provide all national federations with three meals.

 

2.4.
Reception of Members of National Delegations

The organizers are obliged to guarantee free entrance to the country and departure from the receiving country.


The receiving party is obliged to organize offices for reception and departure of the national delegations which should be in places of holding of competitions, at the airport and railway station.

 
2.5.
Transport
The organizers are obliged to provide members of the national delegations with transport for their transportation from the airport and railway station to the hotels and gym and return and also during holding of competitions from the hotels to the gym and return.

 

2.6.
Accreditation


The organizers are obliged to make accreditations for all participants of the competitions, judges, members of the Executive Committee, honored guests, journalists, attendants and security service.

 

3. Holding of Competitions
3.1. Mandate Commission.

The organizers are obliged to provide separate office for the Mandate Commission. Powers of the Mandate Commission are regulated by item 4 of the International Sambo-Wrestling Rules.


Heads of the delegations of the national federations should give the following documents to the Mandate Commission:

- 
application of the team signed by the President of the national federation for participation in   the competitions (according to appendix No. 7 of the Rules);

- 
passports of participants;

- 
international licenses of the participants;

- 
annual membership fee payment receipt of the national federation;

- 
besides heads of the national federations are obliged to give two national flags and an abridged version of the National Anthem.

 
3.2. Weigh-in

Official weigh-in is held the day before the beginning of the competitions, order and time of weigh-in should be specified in the Provision.


Official weigh-in should strictly fit all the requirments of item 6 of the International Sambo-Wrestling Rules.


In case of holding of competitions within two days, weigh-in should be held through lightweight (for example, men 52 … 62 … 74 … 90 … +100; women 48 … 56 … 64 … 72 … +80, etc.).


If the competitions are held within three days weigh-in should be held through two weight categories, starting with lightweight (for example, men 52 … 74 … 100; women 48 … 60 … 72, etc.).


Weigh-in should be held strictly once before the competitions for the given weight categories, no extra weigh-in on the day of the competitions should be allowed. The organizers of the competitions are obliged to provide scales for weight control in places of accommodation of the participants.

 
3.3. Drawing Procedure

Chief official of the competitions is accountable for the drawing of the participants. The drawing can be held in two variants. 


The first variant: the weight categories drawing should be held during the weigh-in. Each participant after official weigh-in draws the number whereby his place in the subgroup should be determined, for participation in the competitions (without seeding). 


The second variant: the drawing should be held on the day of arrival after accreditation with seeding on advance applications by means of a computer.

 
3.4. Place of Holding of Competitions


Chief official is obliged to check up readiness of the building, equipment and facilities for the competitions, and their conformance to requirements of the International Sambo-Wrestling Rules.


To draw up an act of acceptance of place of holding of the competitions, and also assure  of availability of necessary documentation. 


The organizers are obliged to foresee the following premises in place of holding of the competitions:

- 
 convention hall for the Congress;

- 
 room for work of the Executive committee;

- 
 room for judges (a separate room for the Chief official and Chief secretary);

- 
 locker rooms with keys, toilets and showers for the participants (men's and women's);

- 
 first aid room;

- 
 massage room;

- 
 press centre with a fax and phone;

- 
 interviewing room;

- 
 scale-room (men's and women's);

- 
 warming up hall;

- 
 rest-rooms for the sportsmen, judges and members of the Executive Committee;

- 
 bar, restaurant.


The organizers are obliged to provide the gym-hall with necessary equipment:
-          electronic scales for weigh-in (three units);

-          wrestler's carpets pursuant to sambo-wrestling rules (three units);

-          electronic scoreboard with sound signal to inform the spectators and participants on the course of the fight (three units);

-          stop watches (three units);

-          one central table with twenty chairs for members of the Executive Committee;

-          one table with two chairs for the Chief official;

-          one table with two chairs for the Chief secretary;

-          one table with ten chairs near each carpet for the judges;

-          one table near each carpet for the judges attached to the participants;

-          one table with three chairs near each carpet for the medical staff;

-          one microphone at a table near each carpet and one at the central table;

-          one big information screen to inform the participants and representatives on the program, schedule and course of the competition.


Stacking of carpets, arrangement of tables, chairs and necessary equipment should be made according to the schemes of International Sambo-wrestling Rules. 


Besides, for the work of the secretatiat it is necessary: 

- 
two computers with printers;

- 
two copiers;

- 
expandable materials (paper, cartridges for printers and copiers, folders, files, paper clips, pens and other stationary).

The organizers are obliged to foresee seats for the participants, guests, administrators, representatives of the press and television in the gym-hall. Admission to the gym-hall by accreditation only.
 
3.5. Composition of the Officiating Board and Supporting Staff


Composition of the Officiating Board is formed by the ESF Referees and Judges Commission. The work of the Officiating Board is regulated by section 3 of the International Sambo-Wrestling Rules. For successful work of the judges the organizers are obliged to provide supporting staff at disposal of the Officiating Board: 

- 
courier for delivery of Protocols of the competitions  to the Secretatiat;

- 
courier for delivery of Protocols to the central table;

- 
two electronic engineers for trouble-free work of the computers and electronic scoreboards;

- 
two persons per each carpet to accompany the athletes for a fight;


Trouble-free work of the supporting staff and security service should be an obligation of the Superintendent of the competitions.

 
3.6. Opening Ceremony of the Competitions


The organizers are obliged to prepare an opening ceremony.


The delegations of the participating countries line up in alphabetical order with national flags and boards with names of the countries. The team of the holding country ends the parade.


 The Officiating Board takes seats according to the distribution throughout the carpets opposite the participants.


During execution of the National Anthem of the organizing country first the national flag of the organizing country and then the flag of the ESF should be run up. 


The first to greet those present at the opening ceremony should be the President of the  host country or Chairman of the Organizing Committee. Then the word for greeting should be given to the President of the ESF. The president of the ESF officially opens the competitions.

 

3.7. Holding of Competitions


Competitions should be held according to the Competitions Regulation drawn up on the basis of the International Sambo-Wrestling Rules.

            Competitions should be held in accordance with the common time-table (schedule) – beginning of the competitions, weigh-in, mandate commission, opening and closing ceremony, ivening session.

Mandate commission: at the day of arrival from 11:00 till 16:00

Weigh-in: at the day of arriaval from 18:00 till 19:00 for the participants of the first day of competitions and from 15:00 till 16:00 during the other days of the competitions.

Beginning of the competitions (morning session): from 10:00

Ivening session of the competitions (opening ceremony, final bouts, awarding ceremony of the winners , closing ceremony): from 18:00

During a fight only the Officiating Board, medical personnel and coach-second of each of the participants have the right to stand near the carpet. The athlete should be accompanied to the carpet by a certain person (supporting stuff).

 

3.8. Awarding Ceremony


After the ending of the final  in each weight category, all sportsmen of this category who have won prize-winning places and the coach of the champion, dressed in sport suits of the national federations, gather for rewarding in the place pointed out by the organizers. 


The Officiating Board takes the place pointed out by the organizers (usually opposite the spectators).


The announcer says the surname, name and name of the country, after which the athlete gets on the podium according to the place he won. 


Athlete should be awarded by the President of the European Federation together with the President of the national federation of the organizing country.


After the distribution of the prizes, the national flags of the prize-winners in this weight category should be run up, at the same time the anthem of the country of the athlete-winner should sound. At the end of the ceremony five best judges according to the results of the past competitions should be awarded.

 

3.9. Closing Ceremony

 
The closing ceremony should be held under the rules of the opening ceremony of the competitions. After awarding of the last weight category at the presence of the Officiating Board lined up opposite the participants, the President of the ESF declares the competitions closed. After that the national flag of the organizing country and flag of the ESF go down to sounds of the national anthem of the host country  of the competitions. The flag of the ESF is handed to the delegate of the national federation-organizer of the following European Championships or Cup.

 
4. Press Service Organization

The organizers of the competitions are obliged to provide a press centre to journalists and press photographers. The press centre should be equipped with:

- 
 several computers, connected to the Internet;

- 
 shelves for newsletters and reports;

- 
 technical equipment (copier, templets);

- 
 telecommunications with minimum units (at the European Seniors Championships 10 units, at the European Championships for juniors and cadets - 5 units). 


All correspondents bear independent expenses for telephone conversations and fax communications. 


The organizers are obliged to provide the press centre with the head and the serving staff. The head of the press centre communicates directly with the secretariat of the competitions. All correspondents of radio, newspapers and TV can receive information in the press centre only. The press centre is obliged to prepare the final documentation with all results of the competitions. The schedule of work of the press centre should be convenient for all journalists. The organizers are obliged to provide accommodation for the accredited journalists and press photographers. Accommodation and meal expenses of the representatives of mass-media applied by  national federations should be provided by the corresponding national federations.
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
