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1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

 

1.1. The International association of public associations “European Sambo Federation”, hereinafter referred to as Federation, is an independent voluntary international public association of legal entities - sports public Sambo associations of European countries being national Sambo federations (associations) set up to achieve the Statute objectives and common interest protection.

 

1.2. The Federation shall follow in its activity the existing law of the Russian Federation, standard principles and international law regulations, international treaties of the Russian Federation, laws of foreign countries in whose territory there are Federation members, affiliates or representations, this Statute and shall carry on its activity on the principles of its members’ voluntariness, equality, self-government, legality and publicity.

 

1.3. The Federation shall carry on its activity in the territory of the Russian Federation, in the territory of the Republic of Azerbaijan, in the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria, in the territory of the Republic of Greece, in the territory of the Republic of Slovenia, in the territory of the Republic of Czech, as well as in the territory of any other states where there are the Federation members and the international status.

 

1.4. The Federation shall be a legal entity from the moment of the state registration, own separate property, have its own balance sheet, act on the basis of self-financing, shall be entitled to acquire on its behalf property and private non-property rights and fulfill obligations, enter into agreements and contracts, be a plaintiff and defendant in court, in court of arbitration and tribunals, have a clearance and any other accounts with bank institutions, including a currency one, have a round seal with its name, a stamp, logo, banner, letterheads, symbols and any other details as approved and registered in the established manner.

 

1.5. From the moment of the state registration the Federation, its permanently acting management collegial body – Executive committee –shall exercise the rights of a legal entity on behalf of the Federation and fulfill its obligations in compliance with the Federation Statute.

 

1.6. The Federation shall be responsible for its liabilities with all the property belonging thereto to which a claim can be made pursuant to the existing law.

 

1.7. The Federation shall not be responsible for state liabilities and the state shall not be responsible for the Federation liabilities. The Federation shall not be responsible for its members’ liabilities and the Federation members shall bear subsidiary responsibility for the Federation liabilities in the Federation-established amount.

 

1.8. The full name of the Federation in the Russian language shall be:

Международная ассоциация общественных объединений «Европейская федерация самбо».

The short name of the Federation shall be: МАОО «Европейская федерация самбо», МАОО «ЕФС».

In the English language: International association of public associations “European Sambo federation”

Short name” IAPA “European Sambo federation”, IAPA “ESF”.

 

1.9. The seat of the permanently acting management collegial body - Executive committee shall be the Russian Federation, Moscow.

 

1.10. The Federation documents may be in the Russian, English, French languages. However, in case of any discrepancies in interpretation of the regulations and various provisions only the Russian text shall be considered primary.

 

2.  FEDERATION OBJECTIVES, RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS

 

2.1. The Federation major objectives shall be:

 

·         Sambo propaganda and popularization in the countries of Europe;

·         assistance in the Sambo development in all the countries of Europe; extending relations and cooperation with all the persons concerned;

·         assistance in mutual understanding, friendship and peace among the peoples;

·         uniting the Federation members’ efforts in protecting their rights and lawful interests , strengthening the social and material base;

·         assistance in arranging and holding championships, Cups, European championships, tournaments and any other international Sambo contests within the framework of the Federation;

·         coordinating the Federation members’ activity;

 

2.2. The Federation major goals shall be:

 

·         assistance in designing scientifically grounded methods, training - methodical aids, programs and educational films;

·         assistance in creating a unified system for skill qualification for those going in for Sambo within the framework of the Federation;

·         control over the observation of the established regulations by all the Federation members;

·         assistance in improving the skills, including training in the law-established manner coaches, international-category referees within the framework of the Federation, as well as control over the referees’ activity within the framework of the Federation;

 

2.3. In order to realize the Statute objectives, the Federation shall be entitled in compliance with the existing law, to:

 

·         represent and protect its rights and lawful interests of the Federation members;

·         protect the lawful interests of the Federation members, including athletes, referees, coaches, Sambo specialists and veterans, persons who became disabled in the course of Sambo practice, in the law-established manner; 

·         render assistance in the preparation of top class athletes, coaches-teachers (instructors), Sambo referees;

·         open Federation affiliates, representation offices in Russia and abroad in the law-established manner;

·         establish business contacts, cooperate in the sphere of sport, culture and in any other spheres with all the legal entities and physical persons, including foreign ones;

·         take part in implementing Russian and international programs and projects by the Federation subject;

·         set up non-profit organizations, public associations, join public associations;

·         arrange and hold congresses, conferences, meetings, seminars, round tables on the matters of the Federation activity;

·         establish on its own legal relations with various economic entities in the law-established manner;

·         own, use and dispose of the property belonging to the Federation on the legal ground;

·         effect deals, enter into agreements, contracts and covenants in compliance with this Statute and existing law;

·         arrange and hold exhibitions, fairs, trade exhibitions, lotteries, auctions in the law-established manner;

·         define on its own the organizational structure, form the staff, settle the issues of forms and size of the remuneration of labor, material incentive for members of staff and attracted workers;

·         set up economic companies and partnerships with legal entities’ rights;

·         set up on the Federation behalf rewards, premiums, prizes, stipends, any other incentives for a special contribution to the Sambo development;

·         propagate freely information of its activity;

·         set up mass media;

·         establish public relations, including press relations;

·         take part in producing and selling audio and visual, printed, souvenir products by the Federation subject;

·         take initiative in various matters concerning the Federation Statute activity;

·         get long- and short-term credits from bank institutions and use the financial and any other material assistance from Russian and foreign legal and national entities;

·         carry on the business activity in the law-established manner, including: activity in the field of sport; sports sites’ activity; activity on arranging recreation and entertainments; gymnastic and health-improving activity; publishing activity, including journal and periodicals publishing; any other kinds of the publishing and advertisement activity.

 

2.4. The Federation must:

·  

·         comply with the law of the Russian Federation, generally recognized principles and regulations of the international law concerning the sphere of its activity, as well as the regulations as provided for by this Statute;

·         publish annually a report on the use of its property or provide access for getting acquainted with the aforesaid report;

·         inform annually the body that took a decision on state registration of the public association about prolonging its activity with the indication of the actual seat of the permanently acting management body, its name and data on the Federation managers in the scope of the data to be entered into the Unified State register of legal entities;

·         submit at a request from the body that took a decision on state registration of the public association, decisions taken by the management bodies and officials of the Federation, as well as annual statements in the scope of the data to be submitted to the tax bodies;

·         admit representatives of the body that took a decision on state registration of the public association to the actions to be held thereby;

·         render assistance to representatives of the body that took a decision on state registration of the public association in getting acquainted with the Federation activity in connection with the achievement of the Statute objectives and observance of the RF law;

·         inform the authorized bodies of any changes in the data specified in item 1 of Article 5 of the Federal law “On state registration of legal entities and individual businessmen”, save the data on getting licenses, within three days from the moment of such changes. 
·          

·         3.  FEDERATION FOUNDERS AND MEMBERS.
·         RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF ITS MEMBERS

 

3.1. The membership in the Federation shall be voluntary.

 

3.2. The Federation shall be founded by legal entities: sports public Sambo associations of the European countries and the Russian Federation that convened the constituent congress.

 

3.3. The Federation’s founders and members shall have equal rights and bear equal responsibility.

 

3.4. The Federation members shall reserve their organizational and economic independence and shall be owners of the property belonging thereto.

 

3.5. Members of the Federation may be public sports Sambo associations of the European countries and the Russian Federation – national Sambo associations being legal entities, recognizing the Federation Statute, sharing the Federation objectives, participating in its activity, paying entrance and membership fees.

 

3.6. Each county of Europe may be represented only by one national Sambo federation (public sports Sambo association) recognized by the National Olympic Committee (NOC) or authorized state body.

 

3.7. The Federation members shall take part in its activity through their authorized representatives.

 

3.8. Members to the Federation shall be admitted on the ground of the documents submitted to the Federation General Secretary:

 

·         written decision taken by an authorized body of the public association – legal entity (national Sambo association) joining the Federation that must contain a consent to the Federation Regulations and Statute, obligation to comply therewith in full and pay all the Federation-established fees;

·         copies of the Statute and certificate of registration;

·         petition from the National Olympic Committee or appropriate state body.

 

3.9. The Federation General Secretary shall present the received documents to the Executive Committee for consideration and taking a decision on admitting to the Federation at the nearest Congress. In case of NOC or the appropriate state body disagreement to national Sambo federation joining the Federation the matter of admittance to the Federation shall be considered without their petition. The admittance to the Federation membership shall be decided by the Federation Congress on the ground of a unanimous decision taken by the Federation members.

 

3.10. The rights of the Federation members shall arise from the moment of decision taken by the Federation Congress.

 

3.11. From the day of the taken decision on admitting to the Federation members, entrance and annual fees must be paid within a month.

 

3.12. Federation founders and members shall be entitled to:

 

·         take part in the Federation activity;

·         elect and be elected to the Federation management and control bodies;

·         take part in Federation Congresses in the Federation-established manner;

·         receive from the Executive Committee information of  the Federation activity;

·         submit to the Executive Committee suggestions on improving the Federation activity;

·         control the activity of the Federation management bodies;

·         withdraw voluntarily from the Federation membership.

 

3.13. The Federation founders and members must:

 

·         comply with the provisions of this Statute, fulfill decisions taken by the Federation management bodies;

·         take part in the Federation activity;

·         pay timely the Federation-established membership fees;

·         undertake no actions discrediting the Federation.

 

3.14. The membership in the Federation may be terminated either by voluntarily withdraw from the Federation membership or by expelling from its members by a decision taken at the Federation Congress in the following instances:

 

·         non-observance of the provisions of this Statute;

·         non-participation in the Federation activity;

·         performance of actions causing damage to the Federation;

·         non-payment of membership fees;

·         omissions in the Sambo development due to inability to organize properly the work;

·         implementation of the activity conflicting the Statute objectives and goals of the Federation and this Statute;

·         violation of decisions, regulations or any other acts of the Federation management bodies.

 

3.15. The decision on expelling from the Federation membership shall be taken at the Congress on the ground of the unanimous decision taken by all the remaining members of the Federation.

The rights of an expelled member of the Federation shall be terminated from the moment of taking the decision on his expulsion by the Federation Congress.

The decision on expulsion from the Federation may be appealed judicially in the law-established manner.

 

3.16. In case of the voluntary withdrawal from the Federation, the decision thereon taken by the authorized body of the Federation member shall be delivered to the Federation Executive Committee.

The rights of a Federation member in case of the voluntary withdrawal shall be terminated from the moment of delivering the decision thereon of the authorized body of the Federation member to the Federation Executive Committee.

 

3.17. Upon withdrawal or expulsion from the Federation, Federation members shall bear subsidiary responsibility in proportion to their fee within two years from the day of withdrawal or expulsion from the Federation.

 

3.18. Upon withdrawal or expulsion, entrance and (or) membership fees shall not be subject to repayment.

 

4. STRUCTURE OF THE FEDERATION

 

4.1. The Federation shall be formed by affiliates and representation offices.

 

4.2. Affiliates and representation offices shall be set up by the decision taken by the Federation Executive Committee.

 

4.3.The Federation affiliates and representation offices shall be allocated with property and shall act on the ground of the Regulations as approved by the decision taken by the Federation Executive Committee. The property belonging to affiliates and representation offices shall be accounted in a separate balance sheet and in the Federation balance sheet.

 

4.4. Affiliates’ and representation offices’ heads shall be appointed by the Federation President and shall act on the ground of a power of attorney issued by the Federation President.

 

4.5. Affiliates and representation offices in the territory of the Russian Federation shall not be legal entities.

 

5. FEDERATION MANAGEMENT BODIES

 

FEDERATION CONGRESS

 

5.1. The Federation Congress shall be the supreme management body of the Federation. The Congress shall be held annually during European Sambo championships. The Congress shall be convened by the decision taken by the Federation Executive body.

 

5.2. The report back and election Congress of the Federation shall be convened by a decision taken by the Executive Committee once in 4 years.

5.3. The Congress shall work according to the Congress-approved agenda. The Congress draft agenda shall be formed by the Federation Executive Committee and delivered to the Federation members within one month before the commencement of the Congress work. The Congress shall be opened by the Federation President and in case of his absence - by the Federation General Secretary. A person, opening the Congress, shall conduct the election of the chairman and secretary who will hold the Congress.

 

5.4. Federation members wishing to include special issues to the agenda must submit these issues to the Federation General Secretary within two months before the Congress opening. If necessary, issues of common interest shall be put for the Federation members’ discussion within a month before the Congress opening.

 

5.5. An extraordinary Congress may be convened by the decision taken by the Executive Committee or at a written request of more than a half of the Federation members. A written request of more than a half of the Federation members must be delivered to the Federation General Secretary. After that it shall be sent in to the Federation Executive Committee for discussion. During an extraordinary Congress only the issues that were comprised into the agenda shall be discussed.

 

5.6. The place and time for holding the Congress, the electoral quotient at the Congress shall be governed by the decision taken by the Federation Executive Committee.

 

5.7. Representatives of the Federation members and members of the Federation Executive Committee shall take part in the Congress work. Each member of the Federation shall have the right to one vote provided that fees are paid timely. Each member of the Executive Committee shall have the right to one vote in settling issues not related to the issues referred to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Congress. The Executive Committee members shall not be entitled to take part in voting on the aforesaid issues.

 

5.8. Prior to opening the Congress representatives of the Federation members must submit their mandates, affixed with a seal and signed, to the Federation officials for checking.

 

5.9. The Congress shall be authorized to take decisions if authorized representatives from more than a half of the Federation members, having the right to vote, whose authorities are confirmed with mandates, shall participate therein.

 

5.10. Decisions at the Congress shall be taken by a simple majority of representatives’ votes in case of the quorum present.

Decisions on issues of making alterations and amendments to the Statute, electing the Federation management bodies, the Federation liquidation shall be taken by 2/3 of representatives’ votes in case of the quorum present.

Decisions on issues of the Federation reorganization, admittance of Federation members shall be taken unanimously by all the Federation members.

Decisions on the issue of expelling Federation members shall be taken unanimously by all the remaining members of the Federation.

The form of voting shall be governed by the Federation Congress.

 

5.11. In the case, when the number of votes cast “for” and “against” is equal, the issue put to the vote shall be considered as not adopted.

 

5.12. Congress minutes shall be signed by the chairman and secretary and delivered to the Federation members.

 

5.13. Referred to the exclusion jurisdiction of the Federation Congress shall be:

·  

·         taking the decision on setting up the Federation;

·         approving the Federation Statute, making alterations and amendments;

·         defining the basic lines of the Federation activity;

·         admitting to and expelling from the Federation;

·         reorganizing and liquidating of the Federation;

·         electing the Federation President, General Secretary, Chairman of the control and auditing commission for a period of 4 years;

·         defining the quantitative composition and electing the First Vice-president, Vice-presidents, members of the Executive Committee, members of the Control and auditing commission for a period of 4 years; 

·         early terminating the authorities of the Federation President, First Vice-president, Vice-presidents, General Secretary, members of the Executive Committee, Chairman and members of the Control and auditing commission in connection with: breaking the Federation Statute, withdrawing from the work in the elective office, performing acts discriminating the Federation, impossibility to discharge their obligations, abdicating their authorities in case of absence from the body meetings more than twice on end;

·         electing additionally the First Vice-president Vice-presidents, members of the Executive Committee, members of the Control and auditing commission in connection with the early termination of the authorities or extension of the Federation activity;

·         hearing and approving the report of the Executive Committee, Control and auditing commission;

·         approving of the sizes and the manner for paying Executive Committee-established entrance and membership fees;

·         discussing and approving the Federation executed budget.

 

5.14. The Federation’s Congress shall be entitled to consider any issue of the Federation activity, including:

 

consideration of nominees to hold championships and any other European international Sambo contests within the framework of the Federation;

 

5.15. The members of the Federation Tutorial board may take part in the Congress work with deliberative vote.

 

5.16. After the expiry of the authority periods of the Federation elective bodies the authorities of the management and control and auditing bodies members shall be terminated after electing a new composition of the management and control and auditing bodies of the Federation. The Congress must be convened within three months from the day of the expiry of the authority periods of the Federation elective bodies.

 

FEDERATION EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

 

5.17. The Executive Committee elected by the Federation’s Congress for a period of 4 years shall be the permanently acting elective collegial management body accountable to the Federation Congress. The number of members in the Executive Committee shall be governed by the Federation Congress. The Executive Committee may consist at most of two members representing one country. The Executive Committee shall comprise: the Federation President, the General Secretary, the First Vice-president, Vice-presidents and members. Once the Federation President had been elected, the General Secretary, the First Vice-president and Vice-presidents shall be elected by the Congress from the members of the Executive Committee on nominee suggestion by the Federation President.

A representative of theFederation member, authorized to represent it at the Congress, may be elected to the Executive Committee. The Executive Committee members shall incur their own expenses for the participation in Congresses and meetings of the Executive Committee.

 

5.18. Executive Committee meetings shall be convened by the Federation President on his initiative or by the decision taken at least by three Executive Committee members as necessary, but at least four times a year. The Executive Committee shall be authorized to take decisions if more than a half of the Executive Committee members attend its meeting. Decisions shall be taken by the majority of votes of the Executive Committee members present at its meeting with the quorum available. The members of the Tutorial Board of the Federation, members of the Control and auditing commission may attend Executive Committee’s meetings with a deliberative vote. The voting form shall be governed by the Executive Committee. The Executive Committee minutes shall be signed by the chairman and the secretary responsible for the minutes. 

 

5.19. The Executive Committee member not attending two meetings of the Executive Committee on end shall be considered having terminated his powers. An additional Executive Committee member shall be elected at the Congress for the remaining period of the Executive Committee powers.

 

5.20. The Federation President, the First Vice-president, Vice-presidents, the General Secretary, members of the Executive Committee shall be entitled to receive indemnity for expenses directly related to the participation in the Federation work (transport costs, hotel payment, etc.).

 

5.21. The Executive Committee’s jurisdiction shall be:

·  

·         exercising the legal entity’s rights and performing its obligations on behalf of the Federation;

·         managing the Federation;

·         convening the Federation Congress, determining the date and place of Congress holding;

·         approving annual work plans;

·         arranging the control over the fulfillment of Congress-taken decisions;

·         approving the composition and number of members of the Federation commissions in the activity lines, as well as regulations therefor;

·         considering suggestions and applications of the Federation members;

·         distributing duties among the Executive Committee members;

·         coordinating the activity of the Federation members, taking decisions on disputable issues or discrepancies that can arise among the Federation members;

·         disposing of the Federation property and funds;

·         forming the Tutorial Board, approving the regulations for the Tutorial Board;

·         approving emblems’, pendants’, banners’ patterns and other symbols of the Federation;

·         setting up economic partnerships and economic companies with legal entity’s rights;

·         establishing the sizes of and manner for paying entrance and membership fees;

·         taking decisions on setting up non-profit organizations;

·         taking decisions on founding public associations and on joining and withdrawing from public associations;

·         taking decisions on setting up affiliates and representation offices of the Federation. approving the regulations therefor;

·         accounting to the Federation’s Congress;

·          settling any other issues of the Federation activity beyond the exclusive jurisdiction of the Congress.

 

                                                   Federation President

 

5.22. The Federation President shall be elected by the Congress for a period of 4 years out of the number of the Executive Committee members.  President shall be accountable to the Congress. Nominees to that office must be presented by the Federation members to the General Secretary at the minimum within three months before the Congress commencement, save extraordinary situations. President shall be elected immediately after the election of the Executive Committee members and after nominees’ report on basic lines of the Federation activity. The election shall be considered valid in case of absolute majority of votes cast. In the case when neither of nominees got the absolute majority of votes, voting shall be held for two nominees who got the greatest number of votes.

 

 

 President may be re-elected to that office. In case of electing a new president, the documentation and powers shall be transferred within three months with the participation of the Federation General Secretary.

 

5.23. Should it be impossible for the Federation President to fulfill his powers, his powers shall be fulfilled by the General Secretary till the election of the Federation President. In this case President must be elected by the decision taken by the Federation’s Congress within three months from the day of the power transfer to the General secretary.

 

5.24. In case of the absence of the Federation President, his powers shall be fulfilled either by the General Secretary or the First Vice-president on written instructions of President or by a decision taken by the Federation Executive Committee.

 

5.25. The jurisdiction of the Federation President shall be:

 

·         providing the fulfillment of decisions taken by the Federation Congress;

·         carrying out the general management of the Federation;

·         managing the work of the Federation Executive Committee;

·         disposing of the Federation property and funds within his jurisdiction and Executive Committee-approved estimates;

·         suggesting nominees for the General Secretary and Vice-presidents out of the members of the Executive Committee for consideration by the Congress;

·         forming commissions in the lines of the Federation activity and suggesting nominees for their chairman and members for consideration by the Executive Committee;

·         appointing heads of affiliates and representation offices of the Federation;

·         approving the Federation list of staff members;

·         admitting and dismissing staff members of the Federation, including the treasurer, and managing their work;

·         representing the Federation interests in relations with state bodies and organizations, public organizations, including international, both in Russia and abroad;

·         opening and closing Federation accounts in bank institutions;

·         acting without any proxy on Federation behalf;

·         signing Federation documents, issuing powers of attorney;

·         carrying out negotiations, concluding agreements and contracts with legal and natural entities, performing any other legal actions in compliance with the Statute and existing law;

·         fulfilling any other powers, save those referred to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Federation Congress and Executive Committee.

 

5.26. The Federation General Secretary shall be elected by the Federation Congress out of the members of the Executive Committee for a period of 4 years on the suggestion of the Federation President. The General Secretary shall manage the work of the secretariat, be responsible for correspondence.

 

5.27. The competence of the Federation General Secretary shall be:

·  

·         providing the fulfillment of decisions taken by the Congress, the Executive Committee and President;

·         signing Federation documents within his competence;

·         providing Federation record keeping;

·         preparing meetings of the Congress, the Executive Committee;

·         fulfilling the sports action schedule;

·         keeping the minutes of the Executive Committee meetings;

·         timely delivering invitations to Congresses and Executive Committee meetings;

·         putting for discussion by the Executive Committee and the Congress suggestions made by the Federation members on the Federation work;

·         carrying out commissions of the Executive Committee and President;

·         fulfilling other powers, save those referred to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Federation Congress, the Executive Committee and President;

·         fulfilling the powers of the Federation President if it is impossible for the latter to carry out his powers or in case of his absence;

·         acting on the ground of a proxy on Federation behalf.

 

5.28. The First Vice-president and Vice-presidents of the Federation shall be elected by the Federation Congress out of the members of the Executive Committee for a period of 4 years on the suggestion of the Federation President. The number of the Vice-presidents shall be governed by the Federation Congress. They shall be responsible for the activity sphere charged by the Federation President; fulfill instructions from the Executive Committee and President; shall be accountable to the Congress, the Executive Committee and President; act on Federation behalf by proxy.

 

5.29. A Tutorial Board shall be formed as a consulting and deliberative body of the Federation. The number of members, the procedure of Tutorial Board forming and its activity shall be governed by the Regulations approved by the Federation Executive Committee.

 

5.30. The Federation commissions shall be formed by the Federation President in the lines of the Federation activity and act on the ground of the regulations to be approved by the Federation Executive Committee. Each commission must have: one chairman and one secretary. The following commissions of the Federation may be formed:

 

·         panel of referees;

·         sports - technical commission;

·         panel of coaches;

·         disciplinary commission;

·         scientific - methodical commission;

·         statute commission;

·         commission for Sambo development;

·         commission for Combat Sambo ;

·         commission for women Sambo;

·         commission for Sambo veterans;

·         commission for youth and student matters;

·         commission for propaganda and public relations;

·         finance - commercial commission.

 

6. FEDERATION CONTROL BOARDS

 

6.1. The Control - auditing commission (CAC) elected by the Congress for a period of 4 years shall control the financial and economic activity of the Federation. CAC shall consist of the Chairman and members. The number of CAC members shall be governed by the Federation Congress. The CAC Chairman shall be elected by the Congress for a period of 4 years and may be re-elected for a new period.

 

6.2. The Control - auditing commission shall:

·  

·         control the financial - economic and Statute activity of the Federation, the activity of the Federation management bodies, fulfillment of the Congress-taken decisions;

·         annually audit the Federation financial - economic activity;

·         may carry out unscheduled, special-target inspections;

·         report on the work done to the Congress.

 

6.3. CAC meetings shall be convened by the CAC Chairman once a year. Extraordinary meetings of CAC may be convened by its Chairman or by the CAC-taken decision.

 

6.4. CAC meetings shall be competent with more than a half of the CAC members present. Decisions shall be taken by the simple majority of votes of the CAC members with the quorum present. The voting form shall be defined by CAC. CAC minutes shall be signed by the meeting chairman and the secretary responsible for the minutes.

 

6.5. The competence of the CAC Chairman shall be:

·  

·         managing the activity of the Control - auditing commission;

·         holding meetings, distributing duties among the CAC members;

·         arranging and carrying out audits and inspections of the financial and economic activity of the Federation and its structural divisions;

·         signing audit and inspection reports and giving conclusions thereon;

·         signing CAC documents;

·         performing any other powers, save those referred to the jurisdiction of other bodies of the Federation.

 

6.6. In the absence of the CAC Chairman his powers shall be fulfilled by one of the CAC members on written instructions of the CAC Chairman or by the CAC-taken decision.

 

7. FEDERATIONINTERNATIONAL COMPETITIONS

 

7.1. The forms of arranging and holding European international Sambo competitions, the participation of athletes therein shall be governed by the Executive Committee-approved regulations.

 

7.2. Top class athletes shall be admitted to the international Sambo competitions, carried out by the Federation, by presentation of the Federation’s members. Athletes from European countries not yet having joined the Federation, may take part by the decision of the Federation Executive Committee having paid an insurance fee for each competition participant.

 

7.3. The Federation Executive Committee shall appoint representatives to the  international European Sambo competitions who must control the compliance with the regulations as established for international Sambo competitions.

 

7.4. The invitation to take part in Sambo competitions addressed to a foreign athlete or club must be always delivered through the National Sambo federation (Federation member) of the country concerned.

 

7.5. All International Sambo competitions included into the schedule of the Federation shall be official.

7.6. Should any Sambo competition not be included into the schedule, then that competition organizer must inform the Federation thereof within three months before its commencement. National Sambo federations arranging official International Sambo competitions must timely pay all kinds of fees to the Federation and give no ground for applying disciplinary actions and limitations.

 

7.7. Sambo competition results must be submitted to the Federation President and the General Secretary not later than the day following the competition closing.

 

7.8. Taking any drugs intended to artificially stimulate the athlete shall be absolutely prohibited.

 

8. FEDERATION PROPERTY AND FUNDS. FEDERATION PROPERTY ADMINISTRATION

 

8.1. The Federation funds shall be formed at the expense of:

 

·         entrance and membership fees;

·         voluntary fees and contributions from citizens and legal entities;

·          special-target contributions from all citizens concerned and legal entities;

·         receipt from the business, publishing and any other activity of the Federation carried on in  compliance with the existing law;

·         receipt from various actions performed and charitable actions (lotteries, festivals, competitions, exhibitions, etc.) carried out in compliance with the law and Federation Statute;

·         any other receipts not prohibited by the law of the Russian Federation for public associations.

 

8.2. The Federation shall gain no income as its object. Federation incomes may not be distributed among its members. The Federation shall direct all funds coming to its disposal, including receipts from the business and any other activity to achieve the objectives and goals as provided for by the Statute and for charitable purposes.

 

8.3. The Federation shall be the owner of the property belonging thereto. Owner’s rights shall be exercised on Federation behalf by the Federation Executive Committee. Each individual member of the Federation shall have no property right to a share of the property belonging to the Federation.

 

8.4. The Federation may have in its ownership buildings, structures, housing, implements, property of the sports and health-improving purpose, monetary funds, shares, any other securities and any other property required for the material security of its activity as provided for by the Statute. Institutions, publishing houses, mass media created at the expense of the Federation funds may be owned also by the Federation.

 

9. PROCEDURE TO MAKE ALTERATIONS AND AMENDMENTS TO THE FEDERATION STATUTE
 

9.1. Alterations and amendments to the Federation Statute shall be made and approved by the decision taken at the Federation Congress by at least 2/3 of votes of the representatives with the quorum present.

 

9.2. Alterations and amendments made to the Federation Statute, shall be subject to state registration in the manner and within periods as established by the existing law and shall acquire legal effect for third persons from the moment of such registration.

 

10. FEDERATION LIQUIDATION AND REORGANIZATION

 

10.1. The Federation shall be reorganized and liquidated in compliance with and in the manner as provided for by the law of the Russian Federation.

 

10.2. The Federation shall be reorganized by a decision taken at the Federation Congress by all the Federation members unanimously. The Federation shall be liquidated by the decision taken at the Congress by at least 2/3 of votes of the representatives with the quorum present.

 

10.3. The Federation may be liquidated by the court decision in the case and in the manner as established by the law of the Russian Federation.

 

10.4. A decision on the Federation liquidation shall be delivered to the authorized body for deleting the Federation from the Unified State register of legal entities.

 

10.5. The Federation’s property shall come after its reorganization to new set up legal entities in the manner as provided for by the law of the Russian Federation.

 

10.6. The Federation property remaining as a result of its liquidation shall be directed, after satisfying creditors’ claims, to the purposes as provided for by the Federation’s Statute.

 

10.7. In case of the Federation activity termination, the staff (members of the staff) documents shall be transferred for state custody in the established manner.

 

10.8. The Federation shall be considered liquidated from the moment of its deleting from the Unified state register of legal entities.

 

11. CONCLUSIVE PROVISIONS

 

11.1. All the Federation members, Federation officials, Federation commissions shall carry on their activity with the Statute and any other documents of the Federation, as well as decisions taken by the Federation bodies within their jurisdiction strictly complied with.

 

11.2. Any issues, not provided for by this Statute, shall be considered during the period between Federation Congresses by the Federation Executive Committee and decisions taken thereby shall be considered at the nearest Congress of the Federation.
