1. GENERAL CONDITIONS
World SAMBO Championship 2012 is held in accordance with Regulations for Organisation and Staging of FIAS Official Competitions and International SAMBO Competitions Rules.

World SAMBO Championship 2012 is held to popularise and develop SAMBO, to consolidate international sports contacts.

World SAMBO Championship 2012 is organised and held by the Bulgarian SAMBO Federation supported by the Ministry of Physical Education and Sport of Bulgaria together with SAMBO International Federation.

2. DATE AND PLACE
World SAMBO Championship will take place from 11 to 15 October 2012 in the city of Sofia (Bulgaria). The Championship venue is Sports Hall Arena Armeec, 1 Asen Iordanov Boulevard, Sofia, www.arenaarmeec.com
3. PARTICIPATION TERMS
Only 1 (one) athlete in each weight category can be claimed to participate in the Championship from the National Federation of SAMBO (hereinafter - NFS). 

The right to participate is granted to the following athletes:
· athletes, whose National Federation of SAMBO affiliated to FIAS duly paid its 2012 annual membership fee.

· athletes with FIAS license book with 2012 annual fee payment note. Athletes who came to participate in the World Championship without having paid for the license in due time, pay for the annual license (25 USD) when accrediting and a penalty of 25 USD. Athletes who have no license book can buy it from FIAS Treasurer or an authorised person for 10 USD.
· athletes having health insurance for athletes. The Championship Organising Committee shall provide the opportunity to purchase health insurance for athletes who came to participate in the World Championship without health insurance at their own cost when accrediting.

4.2 The NFS shall send a filled Delegation Registration Form (Annex No. 1) to the Organising Committee at bulsambo@abv.bg before 31 August 2012.
4.3 The NFS shall send a filled Visa Procurement Form (Annex No. 2) to the Organising Committee at bulsambo@abv.bg before 11 September 2012.
4.4 The form containing information about the teams (Annex No. 3), arrival and departure schedule, hotel information shall be sent before 20 September 2012.
5 TECHNICAL CONDITIONS
5.1 The Championship is held in accordance with International SAMBO Competition Rules and Regulations for Organisation and Staging of FIAS Official Competitions.

5.3 The Championship Organising Committee guarantees first aid to all members of sport delegations.
5.4 Team places are determined depending on its participants’ individual results.
5.5 Individual championship is held according to a knock-out system with repechages.
5.6 Only referees having international category are admitted to judging.
5.7 Athletes who took medal places are awarded medals and diplomas.
5.8 Teams who took medal places are awarded cups.
5.9 The participants of the competitions must take part in the official ceremonies.
5.10 After prize distribution, national anthems of the winners’ countries are played and the national flags are shown.
6. FINANCIAL TERMS
6.1 The Leaders of NFS delegations have to fulfil all financial obligations to the Championship Organising Committee on the arrival day.

6.2 The participation fee to the Championship Organising Committee comprises 100 USD per day per each registered delegate before 12 September 2012. The participation fee to the Championship Organising Committee comprises 120 USD per day if registered after 12 September 2012. This fee covers accommodation in at least three-star hotels, two meals daily, transportation from the Championship official hotel to the competition venue and back. Minimum period of registration with meals and accommodation is 2 (two) nights.

6.3 The transfer from the airport (railway station) of Sofia to the Championship official hotel and back is paid in the amount of 20 USD per person as agreed with the Organising Committee.
6.4 In case unofficial members of the delegation organise their stay by themselves, the NFS will pay 150 USD participation fee per each delegate to the Championship Organising Committee which covers organisational expenses, while the NFS pays for accommodation, meals, transfer from airport (railway station) of Sofia to the hotel and back, as well as transportation from the hotel to the competition venue and back for members of its delegation.
6.5 The Organising Committee assumes expenses for accommodation, transfer from airport (railway station) of Sofia to the hotel and back, as well as transportation from the hotel to the competition venue and back from 11 to 15 October 2012 for FIAS President, FIAS Secretary General, Chief Referee of the Championship, Chief Secretary of the Championship and 20 (twenty) referees.

6.6 FIAS pays for the transportation of Chief Referee of the Championship, Chief Secretary of the Championship from their home countries to Sofia.
6.7 FIAS pays for the work of Chief Referee of the Championship, Chief Secretary of the Championship in the amount of 100 USD per day (the work of Chief Referee and Chief Secretary is paid for two more days than the actual period of competitions) and for the work of up to 20 referees of the Championship in the amount of 50 USD per working day during the period of competitions.
6.8 FIAS pays for transportation and work of FIAS Treasurer.
6.9 Fines: in case the NFS Delegation members do not use accommodation booked via the Organising Committee, the NFS pays a one-time fine to the Organising Committee in the amount of 70 USD for every mentioned delegate.
7. ACCOMODATION, MEALS, TRANSFER
7.1 Booking applications for accommodation at the official hotel of the Championship must be forwarded to the Organising Committee before 12 September 2012 to the e-mail address bulsambo@abv.bg (Annex No. 3)
7.2 The Organising Committee shall book accommodation at hotels (at least three-star ones) with two meals daily for all NFS Delegation members who submitted appropriate application, as well as provide transportation from the hotel to the venue of the competition and back during the period of the Championship.
7.3 Transfer from the airport (railway station) of Sofia to the official hotel of the Championship and back is provided in accordance with the application submitted by the NFS (Annex No. 3).
7.4 The NFS willing to book accommodation, meals and transportation of their delegates from these hotels to the venue of the competition and back, as well as transfer from the airport (railway station) to the hotels themselves must notify the Organising Committee thereof before 12 September 2012 by filling in an appropriate form (Annex No. ???).

8. ACCREDITATION
8.1 All members of the National Federation of SAMBO must go through the Championship accreditation procedure.

8.2 The Championship accreditation will be held at Sports Hall Arena Armeec.

8.3 Representatives of mass media who wish to be accredited for the Championship must submit filled Individual Registration Forms to the Organising Committee of the Championship before 1 October 2012.
9. DOPING TESTS
9.1 The Organising Committee conducts random doping testing among medal winners. The athletes to be tested for doping are determined after the finals.
9.2 Further analysis and handling of doping tests is carried out in strict compliance with FIAS Anti-Doping Rules and WADA Anti-Doping Code.

10. MISCELLANEOUS
10.1 All members of the National Federation of SAMBO are granted visa support required to receive visa in embassies and consulates in Bulgaria. The expiry date of foreign passport must be not earlier than 6 months after the end of the travel.
10.2 The correspondence connected with preparation and conducting of the SAMBO World Championship among athletes youth (m-w) and athletes juniors (m-w) must be submitted to the Organising Committee.
11. MASS MEDIA
11.1 Only representatives of mass media accredited by the Organising Committee of the Championship are admitted to the Championship.
11.2 Accredited representatives of mass media must provide to the Organising Committee copies of all footage in the original quality within a week after the Championship. The Organising Committee reserves the right to use the footage at its discretion in non-commercial purposes specifying the name of the operator, photographer or mass media that he/she represents. Other options of the use of photo and video materials can be discussed.
