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REGULATIONS
of the XXXVI World SAMBO Championship
(Sport and Combat) among Seniors,

8-12 November 2012, Minsk (Republic of Belarus)

1. General Provisions
1.1. XXXVI World Championship 2012 in sport (M/W) and combat (M) SAMBO among Seniors is held in accordance with the FIAS Regulations for Organisation and Staging of International Competitions and International SAMBO Competitions (sport and combat) Rules.
1.2. XXXVI World Championship 2012 in sport (M/W) and combat (M) SAMBO among Seniors is held to promote and develop SAMBO in the world, and to strengthen international sporting ties.

1.3. Ministry of Sports and Tourism of the Republic of Belarus and the SAMBO Federation of the Republic of Belarus shall be the initiator arranging the XXXVI World Championship 2012 in sport (M/W) and combat (M) SAMBO among Seniors (hereinafter referred to as “the Championship”). With the purpose of successful organisation and staging of the World Championship, the Organising Committee has been established.
2. Venue and Date
2.1. The Championship’s venue shall be the Palace of Sports (4 Pobediteley Ave.), Minsk (Republic of Belarus).
2.2. The Championship shall be held from 8 till 12 November 2012.

3. Participation Terms
3.1. Only 1 sportsman in each weight category can represent the National SAMBO Federation (hereinafter referred to as “the NSF”) in the competitions.

3.2. Only those athletes meeting the following requirements shall be admitted to participate in the competitions:


- athletes whose National Federation of SAMBO, affiliated to FIAS, duly paid its 2012 annual membership fee;


- athletes having the FIAS license book with 2012 annual license payment note. (Athletes who arrived to participate in the Championship, but failed to timely pay for the license, shall pay for the annual license (25 US Dollars) locally. Athletes who have no license book can buy it from the Treasurer or a person authorised by the latter for 10 US Dollars).

-athletes having health insurance. (According to the Law of the Republic of Belarus on Stay of Foreign Citizens In the Territory Of the Republic Of Belarus, all the persons arriving to the country shall have the insurance policy covering the period of stay in the Republic of Belarus).

4. Applications for Participation
4.1. The number of delegates from NSF shall not exceed 47 persons:

4.2. NSF shall send preliminary application for participation in the competitions to the Organising Committee’s address blrsambo@mail.ru before September 30, 2012. In case a visa is required, copies of foreign passports (the passport shall be valid for at least 3 months after the end date of the journey) of delegates shall be sent to the Organising Committee along with the information on the city in which the Consulate of the Republic of Belarus is located.
4.3. NSF shall send the application for participation in the competitions with the list of names including he file with participants' photos indicating names, surnames and statuses, to the Organising Committee's email blrsambo@mail.ru before 8 October 2012.
5. Technical terms
5.1. The competitions shall be held according to the International SAMBO (sport and combat) Competition Rules and FIAS Regulations for Organisation and Staging of International Competitions.

5.2. Weight categories

Sport SAMBO (men’s):

52 kg, 57 kg, 62 kg, 68 kg, 74 kg, 82 kg, 90 kg, 100 kg, +100 kg

Sport SAMBO (women’s):

48kg, 52kg, 56 kg, 60 kg, 64 kg, 68 kg, 72 kg, 80 kg, +80 kg

Combat SAMBO (men’s):

52 kg, 57 kg, 62 kg, 68 kg, 74 kg, 82 kg, 90 kg, 100 kg, +100 kg
5.3. The Organising Committee shall guarantee rendering first aid to all the NSF delegates.
5.4. Team places shall be determined depending on individual results of the team’s participants.

5.5. Individual competitions shall be held as per the knock-out system including repechage.

5.6. Only referees having international category shall be admitted to refereeing during the competitions.

5.7. Athletes who took winning places shall be awarded medals and diplomas. The teams who took winning places shall be awarded cups.

5.8. Participants of the competitions shall be obliged to participate in official ceremonies.

5.9. In honor of winners the national anthems of their countries shall be performed along with running up their national flags.

6. Financial Terms
6.1. The NSF delegations heads shall be obliged to fulfill all financial obligations against the Organising Committee at the date of the delegation’s arrival.

6.2. The fee for the participation in the NSF Championship to the Organising Committee shall amount to 100 US Dollars per day for each registered delegate till September 8, 2012 (officially, the participation in the competitions suggests the accommodation for at least 2 days). In case of having a transfer from the airport to the place of accommodation (hotel) and back, each participant shall pay the fee of 20 US Dollars. In case of registering the NSF delegates after September 8, 2012, the fee for the participation in the Championship shall amount to 120 US Dollars per day. This fee shall cover the expenses on accommodation in at least three-star hotels, breakfast and dinner, as well as organisational expenses.
6.3. In case the delegates organise their stay by themselves, the NSF shall pay the lump fee in the amount of 150 US Dollars per person to the Organising Committee. In this connection, the NSF independently pays for accommodation, meals and transfer to its delegates.

6.4. FIAS shall pay for the transportation of the Championship’s Chief Referee, Chief Secretary of the competitions and the Chairman of the Jury from the country of residence thereof to Minsk and back.
6.5. FIAS shall pay for the work of the Chief Referee and Chief Secretary of the Championship in the amount of 100 US Dollars per day (the work of the Chief Referee and Chief Secretary of the Championship shall be paid two more days than the actual period of competitions) and pay for the work of 30 referees of the Championship at the rate of 50 US Dollars per day of work during the competitions period.
6.6. From November 7 to 8, 2012, FIAS shall pay for the workshop for 30 called referees at the rate of 100 US Dollars per day.
6.7. FIAS shall pay for the transportation and work of the FIAS Treasurer.

6.8. In case the FIAS delegates fail to use the accommodation booked through the Organising Committee the NSF shall pay the lump fine to the Organising Committee – 70 US Dollars for each delegate.
7. Accommodation, meals, transfer
7.1. Applications for booking the accommodation in the Championship’s official hotel shall be sent till September 8, 2012, to the Organising Committee’s email blrsamb@mail.ru (Appendix 1)
7.2. Transfer from the railway station (airport) shall be carried out according to the information provided for by the National Federation (Appendix 1)

8. Accreditation
8.1. All the NSF delegates shall go through the accreditation procedure for the Championship. The accreditation shall take place in the Planeta Hotel, 13 Pobediteley Ave., Minsk.
8.2. Mass media representatives willing to be accredited for the Championship shall submit completed Individual registration forms to the Championship’s Organising Committee before 1 October 2012.
9. Doping Control
9.1. The Organising Committee shall carry out optional (random) testing for doping among prize winners. The athletes to be tested shall be determined prior to finals.
9.2. Further analysis and dealing with the results of doping tests shall be carried out in strict accordance with FIAS Anti-Doping Regulations and according to WADA Anti-Doping Code.
