of the European Sambo Championship 

1. Goals and objectives:

· Popularization of national type of sport sambo worldwide;

· Improvement of athlete’s skill; 

· Intensification of international sports relations.
2. Dates and Venue: May 17-21, 2012.
24 Luzhnetskaya nab., building 5, Moscow, Russia, in the multi-purpose sport hall DRUZHBA in Luzhniki. 
2.1 Place of accommodation and accreditation: AEROSTAR hotel, 37 Leningradskiy prospect, building 9, Moscow, 125993, Russia.
3. Administration for organization of the competition:

General administration for organization and conduct of the European Sambo Championship is realized by the European Sambo Federation, the Ministry of Sport, Tourism and Youth Policy of the Russian Federation, the Department of Physical Education and Sport of Moscow, the All-Russian Sambo Federation.

Direct conduct of competition is under the responsibility of the officiating board to be approved by the European Sambo Federation.

4. Participants of the competitions:
Men (sports sambo) in the following weight categories are admitted to take part in the competitions: 52, 57, 62, 68, 74, 82, 90, 100, +100 kg, 
Men (combat sambo): 52, 57, 62, 68, 74, 82, 90, 100, +100 kg,
Women are admitted in the weight categories as follows: 48, 52, 56, 60, 64, 68, 72, 80, +80 kg. 

The National teams from Europe are invited to participate in the competitions. Official composition of delegation: head of delegation – 1, coaches – 3, referee – 1, doctors – 2, athletes – 27. One athlete from each national sambo federation is admitted per weight category.

6. Conditions and procedure of the competitions:
The competitions are held in compliance with the rules of the International Sambo Federation (FIAS). 

According to the official ESF invitation referees with international category are admitted to refereeing. 
All delegations should bring to the competition their national anthem (CD) and 2 National flags (1 X 2 meters).
7. Awarding Ceremony:
Winners and prize-winners shall be awarded medals, diplomas. Teams taking prize-winners places shall be awarded cups and diplomas. The awards are presented by organizers of the competitions.
8. Financial conditions:
According to the ESF Regulations each national sambo federation should pay the annual membership fee before the beginning of competitions.
Each member of the delegation should pay a participation fee at the rate of 75 Euro per day (meals and accommodation) to the Organizing Committee. 
Transfer from airport-hotel and back is 20 Euro per person to be covered by the Organizing Committee.
Participants who didn’t confirm their participation before April 15, 2012 should pay 100 Euro per day.

The Organizing Committee provides meals and accommodation to ESF President, ESF Secretary General, Chairman of the Officiating Board, Chief referee, Chief Secretary and 20 referees in accordance with the rules of ESF and pays for the referees’ work at the competition.

In case any national sambo federation reserves accommodation itself, this national sambo federation should pay participation fee (lump-sum) at the rate of 100 Euro per member of its delegation to the Organizing Committee to cover the organizational expenses (meals, accommodation and transfer are not included). 
Travel costs are at the expense of bodies sending the participants to take part in the competitions. 

The heads of delegations should solve all financial issues with the Organizing committee and fulfill all the requirements for accreditation on the day of arrival.
 9. Safety features:

The competitions are held in the sports venue corresponding to the demands of appropriate normative legal document acting on the territory of the Russian Federation, and aimed at ensuring of public safety, security of participants and audience, in the presence of documents proving the readiness of sports venue to organize sport events, approved by special order.

Each athlete must undergo a medical examination before leaving the country to the competition.
            The Organizing Committee guarantees first aid to all participants of sports delegations.
 10. Insurance of participants:
Participation in the competition is allowed only with the presence of medical insurance for each participants of the Championship, this insurance should be submitted to mandate commission of the competition. Insurance of participants is at the expense of bodies sending the participants to take part in the competitions. 

11. Procedure and terms of applications:
On the day of arrival the following documents should be submitted to mandate commission:

- personal application form, 

- passport,

- medical insurance (original).
