1. General Terms 

1.1. The International Open "Grand Prix de Paris-Roissy Pays de France, for Sport Sambo 

and Combat Sambo 2026" (cadets, youth, juniors, adults M-F), will be held in 

accordance with the current international sambo rules. 

 

1.2. This year, for the first time in France, our international tournament is hosting a 

competition dedicated to Blind Sambo. This significant initiative underscores our 

commitment to inclusion, equal opportunities, and the recognition of sport for all. 

Through this new addition, we aim to highlight the performance, determination, and 

talent of athletes with disabilities, while offering the public an even richer, more 

human, and inspiring sporting experience. 

 

1.3. The Grand Prix de Paris-Roissy Pays de France will be organized by the National 

Sports Commission for Sambo (CSNS). 

 

1.4. The Grand Prix de Paris-Roissy Pays de France is held to promote and develop sambo 

and strengthen international sporting relations. All countries are welcome to 

participate. 

 

1.5. Upon receipt of this invitation, all foreign nations requiring a visa to enter French 

territory are requested to send us, as soon as possible, copies of the passports of 

all their combatants. This applies even though the list is subject to change. 

  



 

 

 

 

 

2. Competition Organizers 

 

2.1. The overall organization and execution of the Grand Prix de Paris-Roissy Pays de 

France will be the responsibility of the Full Sambo Evolution Club and the CSNS.

3. Event Dates and Location 

 

3.1. The Grand Prix de Paris-Roissy Pays de France will take place on saturday, June 06, 

2026. 

 

3.2. Venue: Sports hall Des Tourelles, 28 allée André Benoist, 77410 Claye-Souilly 

 

3.3. Registration will take place at the gymnasium on friday, June 05, between 6:00 p.m. 

and 8:00 p.m. The weigh-in is for all categories. 

 

3.4. A training session will be offered the following day by the national coaches 

present and will be free for all participants of the Grand Prix de Paris Roissy 

Pays de France. It will take place at the same location from 11 :00 a.m to 2 :00 

pm. Registration is by email to csns.secretariat.general@gmail.com 

 

 NB: No shuttle service will be provided by the organizer. 
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4. Participation Conditions 

 

4.1. Athletes, clubs, and/or national sambo federations are eligible to participate. 

 

4.2. Registration is done EXCLUSIVELY on smoothcomp: 

https://smoothcomp.com/en/event/29012 The registration deadline is set for 

Sunday, May 31, 2026 at midnight. 

4.3. The registration fee is €25 per registration and will be paid EXCLUSIVELY via Stripe 

on smoothcomp. Age and weight categories: see the table attached to this document. 

 

 

5. Technical Details 

 

 

5.1. The Grand Prix de Paris-Roissy Pays de France will comply with current international 

sambo competition rules. Refereeing will be handled by a team of referees approved 

by the CSNS Refereeing Division. Foreign referees are welcome and must register at 

polearbitragesambofrance@gmail.com 

5.2. The draw will be conducted by smoothcomp. 

5.3. The competition will follow an elimination system with repechage for finalists (single 

repechage). 

5.4. The Organizing Committee will provide first aid (if necessary) to all participants. 

5.5. Each athlete must have a medical examination certifying their fitness to compete in 

sambo before traveling. Medical exam results or a medical certificate must be 

submitted with the registration.  

5.6. Upon registration, all national delegations must provide the Organizing Committee 

with a short version (no more than 30 seconds) of their national anthem in electronic 

format. 
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6. Anti-Doping 

 

6.1. Random anti-doping tests may be conducted by the official organization. 

 

6.2. Team representatives must carefully plan their departure date and time after the 

competition, as athletes may be selected for doping control. 

 

7. Financial Conditions 

 

7.1. Each athlete must be licensed through a club and their national federation and must be 

covered by international sports insurance. Fees and insurance for participants are 

covered by the clubs or national federations in case of an accident. 

 

8. Awards 

 

      8.1 Awarded athletes will receive medals and possibly combat sambo champion belts. 

      8.2 The red sambo uniform is required for official ceremonies.

- 13h00 – 14h00 : Lunch break 

- 14h00 : Start of the blind sambo competition 

- 14h00 : Start of the youth sport and junior/adult combat competition 

- 18h00 : Finals 

- 19h00 : Awards ceremony

(*) A “late weigh-in” may be offered on the morning of the competition, if indicated in the circular. In this specific 

case, athletes must strictly comply with the weight and category stated at registration. If an athlete weighs more 

than the upper limit of their category, they will not be allowed to switch to a higher category and will therefore not 

participate in the Grand Prix de Paris-Roissy Pays de France. (This "late weigh-in" is offered for competitors living 

nearby to avoid hotel accommodation, but it should not disrupt pre-recorded brackets.)
